FIELD CONDITIONS: Natural Turf. Located on the South side of campus behind the Fieldhouse.

PRE-GAME: Five (5) minutes prior to game time the officials and both teams will be introduced from the center
of the field with each member taking a step forward when his name is read. All team members and coaches will
be introduced with the starting members introduced last. The National Anthem will be played immediately after
the introductions.

WARM UP/ PRE-GAME: Warm up will be 15 minutes.

HALF TIME: Half time will be 10 minutes.

TOURNAMENT: Please refer to 2023 Fall Bulletin for additional information.

RULES: Please note the information on inclement weather and adverse field conditions.

DRAW: The second team in each game will be designated as the home team and will wear dark colored
uniforms & dark colored socks. The first team named (visitors) will wear light uniforms & light-

colored socks. (It is encouraged that teams bring both colors of socks and jerseys in the event that a team does
not have the appropriate contrasting color). The home team shall have choice of bench except when
participating against the host team (Carroll).

ADMISSION: $7.00 Session, $15.00 Season. Pre-school children will be admitted free of charge. NEW THIS
YEAR: The IHSAA will be using Eventlink tickets for the IHSAA Soccer State Tournament events. Fans can
purchase tickets in the following ways: pre-purchase the tickets online at the following website:
https://ihsaa.eventlink.com/Tickets. This will help with the flow of entry into the event. Tickets can also be
purchased at the gate using the Eventlink credit card reader or by scanning the QR code on their phone.

Only team members on the Sectional Roster will be admitted free on evenings when they are not participating.
Varsity players must be in uniform to be admitted free (25 per team).

COMP TICKETS: 10 complimentary tickets for coaching staff family, administrators, etc. NEW THIS YEAR:
Comp tickets will be sent to the school’s Athletic Director via Eventlink per the IHSAA.

GAME BALL: The Wilson Vivido balls will be used and provided by the IHSAA.
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LOCKER ROOMS: N/A

PARKING: Spectators and buses should park in the lot just north of the soccer facility beside the Fieldhouse,
and then walk down the gravel lane. Handicap parking is available closer to the soccer field.

SEATING: Stadium Bleacher seating is limited. Fans are encouraged to bring bag chairs.

RESTROOMS: There are restrooms located in the concession stand building on the East side of the soccer
field.

PROGRAMS: Will be available at the ticket gate.

CONCESSIONS: Will be available at the building on the East side of the soccer field.

MEDIA: Sectionals, Regionals, Semi-States — may be admitted free by presenting proper identification.

VIDEO TAPING: Taping/Filming may be permitted by one (1) individual authorized by the participating
school principal only when that team is participating. Spectators may be permitted to tape/film a match provided
they have gained permission from the tournament manager.

XX RESTRICTIONS - Principals should inform students and adult fans of the following restrictions:

G. Solicitations, donations, contributions and aggressive vending of school spirit items are not permitted.
H. It shall be the responsibility of each high school principal to see that the above restrictions are
enforced.
